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Three journalists from the Association of Media Women in South Kivu, AFEM-SK, have received 

death threats. These professionals are known for their work in reporting of sexual crimes committed 

by actors in the conflict. They are part of the campaign: Challenging the Silence: media against sexual 

violence.  

 

Caddy Adzuba is a lawyer and a journalist, she works with Radio Okapi. Member of AFEM-SK, Caddy 

Adzuba won this year's journalism award Julio Anguita Parrado, in the Spanish city of Cordoba. In an 

interview with LolaMora Productions, this journalist of 28 years said last April: "Thanks to the hope 

that our work brings fruit and help one day to peace, continued to work».  

 

Jolly Kamuntu, is a lawyer and a journalist at Radio Maendaleo. Member of AFEM-SK, Jolly says with 

conviction: "Women of AFEM-SK think it is not possible for a society to function with this level of 

impunity. We are professionals in the media, we have the power of microphones and we shout  

trough them what is happening and we help other women with this work". 

 

 

Death threats were uttered repeatedly these days, against 3 women journalists in Bukavu.  

Through a text message received from a mobile phone number (0813753026). Not reachable at the 

moment is as follows: "mulisha zoweya Mubai munaanza ingiya mu mambo haibaone ju ago 

kuonesha kama habawezi Bagus, sasa munataka kufa ako ju munyamanze. Tunapata rusa y kuanzia 

ako Kadi, kisha Kamuntu kisha Kintu Namuto Risasi mu Kichwa.  

 

Translation: 

"You've taken the bad habit of interfering in what do not look to show that you are untouchable. 

Now some of you will die for you loop. We have to obtain permission to begin by Kadi then Kamuntu 

then Namuto: shot in the head.
